As we approach the holidays, | often find myself reflecting on the
past year. 2023 has been good to the MCLS! We began the
year with a new Strategic Plan that will guide us until December
2026. Here are some of the highlights from the past year:

Total checkouts and visitors across all locations have increased
by over 15% compared to 2022.

The Family Reading Festival had over 50 community
organizations participating and over 1,250 attendees in 3 hours.

Our community read over 2.6 million minutes during this year’s
Summer Reading program, an increase of over 500,000 minutes.

Our Outreach Department increased services to children,
seniors, and the underserved in our community by over 200%.

We hired an Adult Literacy Specialist to build literacy skills
among adults.

We added a new easy-to-use Kid’s Catalog to empower families
and children to browse our children’s collection.

The Friends of the Library renovated their bookstore and
supported the Summer Reading Program.

We built relationships with community organizations such as the
Buckeye Valley Family YMCA, Muskingum County Center for
Seniors, Community Gardens, and SNAP-Ed with our Charlie
Cart, a mobile kitchen, provided to us through a grant from the
United Way of Muskingum, Perry, and Morgan Counties.

Our staff iIs committed to serving our communities, and | am
proud to be on their team. We look forward to continuing to work
toward our vision of a vibrant and connected
Muskingum County in the coming year. We wish
