All Access Card - This card allows 

access to all MCLS resources. A photo ID 

or item showing your current address is 

required. A parent or guardian must sign 

for those under 18. The parent or     

guardian’s signature affirms that they 

accept all responsibilities for that card. 

 

Student Card - Allows students    

access to 5 physical materials (no DVDs, 

video games, Blu-Rays) as well as our 

digital resources without the need for a 

parent or guardian’s signature. 

 

Educator Card - Provides additional 

checkouts (up to 200 items) and other 

services to teachers, educators,         

education students, and homeschoolers 

with official documentation. 

 

Digital Card - This card allows the 

user access  to the library’s vast         

collection of digital media. 

Fees 
If borrowed materials are lost or         

destroyed, the cardholder can pay for   

the item or replace it with a new,      

equivalent copy. 

If a cardholder’s unpaid fees reach 

$10.00, their library card will be blocked, 

and they will be unable to check out 

physical materials.

This total can include 25     

Videos, 25 CD’s, 5 Wonderbooks,        

and 5 Video Games. 

50 Holds can be placed with your card at 

a time. 

Automatic Renewals - All eligible items 

will be automatically renewed up to two 

times for their respective borrowing    

periods. Ineligible items include Quick 

Picks, SearchOhio/OhioLINK items, and 

items that are on hold for another user. 

Overdue Items - Cardholders will receive 

overdue notices for items at 5, 10, and 15 

days from an item’s due date. At 30 days 

an item is marked lost and the cardholder 

is billed. Should a cardholder have five 

overdue items and/or one item 15 days or 

more past due, they will be unable to 

check out any more physical items.
