Major milestones in the last few months include:
e Receiving the steel beams to open up the lobby

e Framing new spaces, including meeting rooms, a teen area, and the
new children’s space, to better serve visitors of all ages

e Demolition of the lobby staircase, making the entrance brighter and
more welcoming

We are currently on track to be fully reopened by June 1, 2026.
Paul Construction Company, Inc. and APG Architects have been great partners
for the library on this project.

Part of the challenge has been working with two connected buildings, one from
1908 and the other from 1989. Our team has been great at identifying issues
and addressing them as the project has progressed. Thank you to our generous
local foundations and community members for coming together to support the
project and helping us to create an even more vibrant library for the community.
