Spring 2026 will be an exciting time for MCLS as we continue to expand
services and reopen the John Mclntire Library.

Our new bookmobile arrived in mid-March, allowing us to expand our services
throughout the county and into local schools. This project was made possible
in part by the Institute of Museum and Library Services through the Library
Services and Technology Act. MCLS has not had a bookmobile since the 1980s,
and we are thrilled to bring this beloved service back to our community.

The bookmobile will carry more than 1,600 items for checkout, along with
technology that supports onsite library card registration, circulation services,
printing access, and digital literacy support. You can expect to see the
bookmobile on the road beginning in April.

This newsletter is the first to use the new MCLS logo. It incorporates the
Roman lattice pattern found on the original John Mcintire Carnegie Building
and throughout the newly remodeled spaces of the John Mclintire Library.

The pattern symbolizes transparency and strength—values that reflect our
library system. We strive to remain open to all, offering materials and services
to support everyone from cradle to career and beyond. A strong library system
is also a sign of a strong, healthy community.

Finally, we are excited to announce the grand reopening of the John Mclntire
Library on Friday, May 1, 2026. We invite you to join us for the ribbon-cutting
at 4:00 PM. Our team looks forward to celebrating with our community and
sharing the reimagined John Mclintire Library building.

As part of the renovation, we have added additional public meeting spaces,

a makerspace, a quiet reading room, a dedicated teen space, more restrooms,
and a reimagined children’s area. We are excited to welcome everyone back
and can’t wait to see you on May 1!
